An EVPL eAccess card gives student users access to EVPL’s vast array of research databases as well as 
eBooks and Audiobooks from OverDrive/Libby, Streaming media on Hoopla, as well as TumbleBooks, 
TumbleMath, and TeenBookCloud, and access to magazines on RBDigital, and comics on Comics Plus. 
 
Databases  
Our databases contain information on a wide variety of topics. No matter what you’re researching - whether for 
your personal hobby or school project, you’ll find academic, peer-reviewed information from many sources. Visit 
evpl.org/research to access.

OverDrive and Libby 
OverDrive is a free service offered by EVPL that lets you borrow digital content (like ebooks and audiobooks) 
anytime, anywhere. You can access these services from: 

● A computer: Visit evpl.org/read or evpl.org/listen 
● A device: Download the Libby app for iOS or Android, or Overdrive app on FireOS devices 

 
On first use, you will need to enter your barcode number and PIN to activate your account. You can borrow up 
to seven items at one time using this service. Holds can be placed on items that are currently checked out or not 
yet released.* 
 
Hoopla 
Hoopla is a free service offered by EVPL that lets you stream television, films, and music, and read eBooks, 
eAudiobooks, and graphic novels online. 

● A computer: Visit evpl.org/read or evpl.org/listen 
● A device: Download the Hoopla app for iOS or Android, or Overdrive app on FireOS devices 

 
On first use, you will need to enter your barcode number and PIN to activate your account. You can borrow up 
to twenty items per month  using this service. Holds can be placed on items that are currently checked out or not 
yet released.* 
 



TumbleBooks, TumbleMath, and TeenBookCloud 
TumbleBook Library and TumbleMath are aimed at grades K-6, and TeenBookCloud is aimed at grades 7-12. 
These services can be accessed from the Collections menu on evpl.org. Hover over the Digital Collections 
option and choose which platform you want to access. 
 
RBDigital 
Find many magazines for all interests, from news and current affairs, to hobbies, sports, and more using 
RBDigital. On first use, you will need to enter your barcode number and PIN number to create an account with 
an email address and password. Automatic subscriptions can be set up to retrieve new issues of magazines when 
published. You can access this service from: 

● A computer: Visit evpl.org/read and click on RBdigital 
● A device: Download the RBdigital app for iOS, Android, or Amazon Fire devices 

 
Comics Plus 
Find new and popular comic books in digital easy to navigate and access digital format by using Comics Plus. 
Users will enter their barcode and PIN upon first use. You can access this service from: 

● A computer: Visit evpl.org/read and click on Comics Plus  
● A device: Download the Comics Plus app for iOS or Android
